T’selxweyeqw is situated in the lower Fraser River watershed. It is a place where the fresh waters meet 

and flow into the Fraser River. Stó:lō elders share that this is the place where dug-out cedar canoes were 

“going back upstream” out of the Fraser River. The name Chilliwack is derived from the Halq’eme’ylem word 

T’selxweyeqw.
